· Sneeze screens to be implemented at till points. 
· Payments via card/contactless.

· Benches onsite to be at least 2m apart.

· Clear signage to remind and inform people. 

· All staff to be briefed before the park opens. Including first aid procedures for COVID19 and PPE to be worn.
