Objections must be made within 15 minutes of the offence and must
be accompanied by £10 which will be returned if the objection is
sustained.

If a competitor withdraws, entry fees can only be refunded if a
veterinary certificate / doctors note is provided.

Competitors who enter more than one class which may clash do so
entirely at their own risk.

Age (where applicable) as on the day of the show.

The organiser reserves the right to cancel or amalgamate classes and
hold the prize money if insufficient entries.

Anyone found galloping around arenas will be asked to leave.
